Rules (Principles) of Relationships
Biblical Prevention of Conflict
Prayer: Ask God to enable you to live these principles!
1.  I cannot make others act correctly (including children and spouse).  I can only choose to act correctly myself: 2Timothy 2:24-26

Prayer: Lord, help me to live as you would have me live – even if others don’t!

2.  I need to live my life so that I remove the excuses others use to do wrong:
2 Timothy 2:24-26 (See Above)
Prayer: Lord, don’t let me cause others to sin or prevent them from seeing their sin!

3.  Do not use others as an excuse to do wrong: Genesis 3:8-13
Prayer: Lord, help me accept responsibility for my actions!
4.  I cannot know what another person is thinking; I can only observe their actions: 1Samuel 16:4-7 & John 2:23-25
Prayer: Lord, help me to understand I don’t have God’s attribute of knowing everything!

5.  Do unto others as you would have them do unto you: Matthew 7:12

Prayer: Lord, help me treat others as I want to be treated – as you have treated me!
6.  Your standard of judgment must apply to you: Matthew 7:1-5
Prayer: Lord, help me to have the courage to look honestly at my life so I   

can help others!

7.  Deal with conflict directly with the one you are having conflict with:

Pro 25:8-10
Prayer: Lord, help me to have the courage to confront in love and not gossip!

8.  Follow the biblical resolution pattern of Matthew 18: Matthew 18:15-17
Prayer: Lord, help me to confront biblically!

9.  Don’t judge until you have all the facts: Proverbs 18:13
Prayer: Lord, help me not to react and give me the wisdom to discover the truth before I respond.

10.  You must know God to have godly relationships: John 17:20-26

Prayer: Lord, help me to truly come to know you, that is who you really are (your character), so I might love others as you have loved me!
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
