· He is able to do exceeding abundantly above ALL
· He is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ASK
· He is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or THINK
· God’s ability to work in and through our lives is limitless.

· Sometimes we don’t experience this because we fail to ask.
